The City identified assisting owneccupied housing units at very lgwow-, and moderatécome
levels as a high priorityExtremely lowincome and lowincome elderly renter households, srfathily
renter households, and larfgmily renter households were also categorized as high priority. In its
Consolidated Plan, the City committed to assisting approximately 26 -@wsoepied households per
year, a fiveyear housing goal of 129. Housing rehabilitation of both sifagigly and multi-family units

is a key community development strategy to preserve and to enhandectome and deteriorating
neighborhoods in Citrus Heights.

Housing Rehabilitation Programs

In its ninth year as an entittement community, the City continued atssimg rehabilitation program,

which provides grants and loans to extremely-Jolew-, and moderaténcome households. Housing
rehabilitation is a key community development strategy to preserve and enhantedow and
deteriorating neighborhoods in €ius Hei ghts. This program has addre
of enhancing the quality and safety of the Cityos

The City's housing rehabilitation program2i@08included the Owne©ccupied Housing Rehabilitation
Loan Prgram the Access Grant Program (senior/disabled homeirrepd retrdit), and the Mobile
Home Repair Loan ProgranRebuilding Together, an agency that provides accessibility improvements,
declined2008 awarded funding. The funds were transferred to ¢hergl rehab program which also
provides accessibility improvement grants.

For loans andgrants made irR008 the total financialcommitment was$359,014 and this amount
covered repairs tthe homes ofL7 families. The average financial commitment peusehold was
$40,981for the housing rehabilitation progran®i,1,698for the mobilehome repair prograand$5,413

for the accessibility grant prograniTable 2 provides demographic details on the types of households
assisted by the various housing rehitdiibn programs.

Homeownership Programs

A key strategy of the City to stabilize and increase homeownership is to assisimtérdtomebuyers
through down payment and mortgage assistance progidrasCalifornia Departmenof Housing and
Community DevelopmentHCD) awardel the City a CalHome grant of 86,000. $400,000 of hese

funds will be used to provide downpaymeassistancdoans to firsttime homebuyersDownpayment
assistance funding also is provided through thegaento Housing and Redevelopment Agency HOME
Consortium, and program income from a 1998 HOME grant from the California Department of Housing
and Community DevelopmenDownpayment assistance loans of up to $55,000 were offered as-a fully
deferred 3€yearloan with three percent simple interedssistance in 200%ill be limited to $40,000

per household In 2008 a total of $5000 was expended to assisthouseholdwith down payment
assistanceDown payment loans were put on hold while the City exextatgrant agreement with HCD.

The agreement has been executed, but unfortunately funds have been frozen due to the dire financial
condition at the state level. The City is currently moving forward with more loans using HOME
Consortium funds.

YOUTH PROGRAMS
In 2008 the City renewed CDBG fundinp providepublic services to youthincluding special events,
life skills, leadership and community sex&i These services were provided by the Sunrise Recreation and

Park Districtto income quiified candidates.

The youth leadership development program includes outdoor recreation, water safety training, babysitting
certification, and other programs in which the partictpdhave expressed an interest.
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In 2008 $15,827was expended to assisb9 youth in these programsTable 4 provides a demographic
summary of the youth assisted.

SENIOR PROGRAMS

In 2008 the City provided senior services via the Sacramento County Department of Human Assistance
Senior Nutrition Services. The Senior Nutit Services program includes both meals provided at
community center sites (congregate meal program), and mealsdedivered to seniors (honuelivered

meal program or Meals on Wheels). The City supplements CDBG funding to the DHA Senior Nutrition
Senices program with local funds.

In 2008 $116,746was expended to assidi65 seniors in this progm. £2,4940f the total was CDBG
funding, with the remainder being local fundsTable 5 offers a summary of the demographic
characteristics of senior pers@eved by these programs.

FAIR HOUSING SERVICES

In 2008 the City continued to provide fair housing services through a contract with the Human
Rights/Fair Housing Commission. The Commission provides information on tenant/landlord law and
investgates housing discrimination. Funds are used for the general services of the Commission, and to
provide fair housing hotline services, investigate claims of fair housing discrimination, engage in fair
housing testing, and conduct an annual fair housing.aud

In 2008 $39,568was expended to assiB76 persons, of which #9,568was CDBG funding and the
remainder was local fundsTable 6 provides a demographic summary of the beneficiaries of the Human
Rights/Fair Housing Commission.

HOMELESS SERVICES

In 2008 the City provided funding to two programs that provide services to the homeless and near
homeless.

The City provided funding to the Sacramento County Department of Human Assistance for use in its
Homeless Continuum of Care. The County provides comprafeerf®omeless services, including
counseling, meals, transportation to shelter, and assistance with locating and obtaining permanent shelter.
In 2008 $29,525was expended to assikt persons. Presumably more Citrus Heights clients benefitted

from this ®rvice, however the Continuum of Care has found it difficult to obtain reliable last known

residence information from people served. Volunteers and staff strive to obtain as much information as
possible.

The City also funded homelessness prevention sfir the near homeless through Sacramente Self
Help Housing. Sacramento Sélélp Housing provided counseling torak low-income households,
helping them to identify and address the barriers that prevent them from obtaining stable housing. Clients
were also educated regarding fair housing and landlord/tenant lawH&8plfHousing also provided
assistance to tenants facing relocation as the result of the sale or dilapidation of their ho2§@§. In
$8,269was expended to assi€d1 households.

AFFIRMATIVELY F URTHERING FAIR HOUSI NG

In the yea2008 the City did not identify any additional impediments to fair housing choice beyond those
identified in the 20082009 Consolidated Plan. Actions taken to promote fair housihgd@aontinuing

to provide funding for fair housing counseling, the investigation of housing discrimination complaints,
and the provision of fair housing materials free of charge.

The City contracts with the Sacramento Human Rights/Fair Housing Comntigsiwestigate claims of
discrimination, educate the public on fair housing, and to resolve cases of fair housing violation. The
Commission undertakes an analysis of impediments to fair housing each year. The analysis is typically in
the form of an audithat employs clandestine testers. The Commission also acts as an adviser to the City
on matters of fair housing.
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The City displays fair housing materials at City Halld on its Web siteCopies of these materials are
free to the public. They amailedfree of chargeo anyonevho requestit and available for download on

t he Ci t y olsaddienh thesGityt ppomotes fair housing awareness in its housing programs and
works with housing providers in the City to ensure the fair and equitable treatin@etrsons and
households seeking housing in the City.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING

funding sourcedo provide downpayment assistance. Assistance to owner households was provided
through the Cityds hou3Jdbla@ pravides a lsummary af the types gf r o g r a
households served by eachtloé housing programs.

To address "worgstase" housing needs, the City hasenior/disabled household rditoloanfrant
programs. The City's houng rehabilitation loan programlso allovs for loan forgiveness, reduction, or
further deferral of paymestin the case of hardship.

The City continues to update and publish its housing resource guides. These guides provide local
reference sources for households seeking information on rental housing, housing for senior and disabled
households, and home owngis In addition, the City has developed several flyers to market its
programs and call attention to the resources available in the locality.

The City of Citrus Heights has established a set
homeless programs and services and to provide supportive housing opportunities and services to the
elderly and persons with special needs. During program 2888 the City continued to focus on

funding service providers that offered regional programs benefiting the homeless and special needs
groups.

The City has identified the following populations leving high priority needs: elderly, frail elderly,
persons with alcohol/other drug abuse, victims of domestic violence, and homeless. Additionally, the City
identified the following as high priority special housing and service needs: housing rehaiilat
emergency repair, homeless prevention, senior nutrition services, domestic violence intervention, and
substance abuse counseling.

LOCAL SERVICE PROVIIER ASSISTANCE

During the2008 program year, the City identified local service organizations tt@tige assistance to

the homeless, householdsrak of homelessness, seniors, and other special needs groups. Several of
these groups were selected to rec&@®8 CDBG funds and will contribute to providing a broader
continuum of care in the upcomingogram year.

SENIOR SERVICES

In 2008 the City funded senior meal services through the Sacramento County Department of Human
Assistance (DHA). The City funded a congregate meal program (where meals are provided at community
center sites), and a hordelivered meal program for homebound seniors. These progaantly servel

465 persons. The program offers meals five days per week (250 days per year), and the total number of
meals served in Citrus Heights amaiiotapproximately40,000 meals each year.

HOMELESS AND HOMELESS REVENTION SERVICES

The City provides CDBG funds to the Sacramento County Department of Human Assistance (DHA) for
their Continuum of Care. This program addresses the needs of homelessriakdpapulationsby
providing services and slelter, including detoxification from alcohol, treatment of drug and alcohol
addictions, medical evaluation and assistance, mental health counseling, meals, shelter, and referral to
other supportive services aseded

As most of the County's homeless naigrto the County's urban core (the City of Sacramento) when they
become homeless, it is difficult for the City to determine exactly what its homeless population is. Based
on historical reportingapproxinately 1.3 of the countywide homeless serviceseaused by persons
reporting the last home as being in Citrus Heights.
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The City is represented on the Sacramento City/County Board on Homelessness that serves as the
governing board for the Sacramento City/County Continuum of Care. The City maintainsvamahetin
the direction of Countwide and regional efforts to end chronic homelessness.

The City also contracts with Sacramento $#dfp Housing to provide counseling to lemcome
households at risk of becoming homeless. The counseling indigiduals and households to maintain
housing stability. This program is intended to prevent homelessnessiefelHousing also provided
assistance to tenants facing relocation as the result of the sale or dilapidation of their housing or other
catastrophe.

OTHER ACTIONS

ACTIONS TO ADDRESS BSTACLES TO MEETINGUNDER-SERVED NEEDS

The need for affordable housing for lowiacome households and supportive housing for persons with
special needs continues to exceed the available resources. The Citp\idedpservices, discussed
previously under the Continuum of Care narrative, and has worked to afford housing opportunities to
underserved groups, including individuals with severe disabilities.

The City has two grant programs available to assist holdehvith a permanently disabled member.
These grants may be used to make housing accessithie disabled person by rdittng or installing
adaptive equipment. The City ma8lgrants under these programs in the last year.

FOSTERING AND MAINTAINING AFFORDABLE HOUSING

These two programs h@ provided affordable units to eligible households purchasing a home and have
allowed low and moderatincome households to maintain housing affordability while improving and
rehabilitating their homes.

BARRIERS TO AFFORDARE HOUSING

Available data on dwusing costs and supply show that Citrus Heights has an adequate supply of affordable
housing to meet the needs of its very {plew-, and moderatencome residentsA continued supply of
housing affordable to all household income levels is essentiaktd the needs of the residents of the
City.

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Governmental and norrgovernmental constraints

To assure the comiling production of affordable housirthe City has examined possible constraints and
barriers. Constraints to affordable housing are both governmental argbwemmental. Governmental
constraints include land use controls, entitlement processingafekbuilding codes.

Land use controls are necessary to ensure orderly and appropriate development and growth in the City.
Fees, land dedication, and public improvements are usually required as part of land development and
entittement processing to ensuaa adequate supply of infrastructure, parks, and schools to serve the
development. To facilitate the development of affordable housing, the City may consider waiving fees or
assisting developers in locating resources for funding affordable housinglinBw@hd housing codes are
implemented to ensure the safety of the community (housing residents, specifically). It is unlikely that
the City will waive building or housing code requirements as a method of increasing affordability.

Nongovernmental constiats include the supply and cost of vacant land. The City has undertaken an
inventory of vacant property suitable for housing development. This inventory indicates the need for re
zoning, lot consolidation, and other entitlements to create a sufficipplysof land for the needs of the

City. The City's General Plan allows for these entittements to be granted for the development of
affordable housing, it also allows for mulimily affordable housing to be constructed in certain
commercial zones.

In 2004, the City of Citrus Heights was awarded a $1,000,000 matching grant from the state of California.
This grant mat ches the bal anc2006aHe Cityboenmited $226 s Ho u
million to full rehabilitation of two public housing prajes owned by the Sacramento County Housing

and Redevelopment AgencyThese funds will ensure that these valuable housing resources remain
available and affordable to extremébyv and lowincome households.

General Plan

In 2000, the City adopted itsr§t General Plan. The plan contains specific policies reduce constraints to
the supply of affordable housing. These policies include:

A Promoting the development of a variety of housing types in terms of location, cost, design, style,
type, and tenure;

A Pronoting the fair distribution of special needs facilities throughout the City to avoid over
concentration in any particular neighborhood, including assisted housing, -imeldwtrate
projects, and senior housing;

A The pursuit of all available strategies gomdcedures to preserve governmassisted units that
are at risk of conversion to market rate;

A The pursuit of necessary resources for the development, maintenance, and preservation of
emergency housing, transitional housing, and housing to accommeiatsecial needs; and

A Minimizing government constraints on the production of housing to the extent feasible, while
meeting public facility and service needs.

The City identified actions to implement each of these policies.
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Every five years, the g of California requires that localities update the housing goals and programs in
their general plans to reflect changes in regional needs. The City of Citrus Heights adopted its first
General Plan in the year 2000, including the City's housing goalpragdams. The City revised the
General Plan in 2002 to reflect the new regional housing needs projected by the SacrameDoaraiéa

of Governments (SACOG) and completed the third housing element update inlR8B® evaluated the
successoftheCilys ef forts and revised goals and actions

Regional Housing Needs Allocation

In 2007, the City received its 20@®13 regional housing needs allocation from the local Council of
Governments. The allocation indicated the continued need forpdysafpaffordable housing and targets
these needs by income group. In suaryn the allocation calls fodl.246 percent of new housing
production to be affordable to levand moderatincome households. This reflects continued balanced
production. The City &s made progress towartketing this goal. Please ska&bles 9for details.

PUBLIC HOUSING AND RESIDENT INITIATIVES

The City of Citrus Heights does not own any public housing. The-2009 Consolidated Plan does not
include plans to construct or operate public housing. The City does have several public housing
developments within its boundaries. These are owned and operated by the Sacramento Housing and
Redevelopment Agency (SHRA). The City works with SHRA to ensure thénaedt quality of public

housing in the City.

LEAD-BASED PAINT

The City contracts with a thirgarty firm to administer its housing programs. This firm has staff members

who are qualified to conduct ledidised paint identification, assessment, and clearsewices to reduce

lead hazard. As per its Transition Implementation Plan and as required under Title X, this firm provides
leadbased paint identification, assessment, and clearance services to reduce lead hazard. These services
were used in the Citylsousing rehabilitation programs 2908

Five of the homes participating in the rehabilitation program in program 3@2& were identified as
being atrisk for leadbased paint contamination. Grant funds were provided to assess thaitlomes
were bund to have a leddased paint hazard.
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COMPLIANCE AND MONITORING

City staff meets with the subrecipient staff responsible for each activity prior to beginning activities. For
continuing subrecipients these meetings identify any past performance isdudsvalop strategies to
address them. New and continuing subrecipients are informed of the obligations to collect the required
information on income, household composition, and race and ethnicity.

Quarterly, staff examines the progress the subrecipienimaking toward performance targets.
Subrecipients must report their service population with each billing. Each subrecipient agreement
contains provisions for reductions to or suspensions of payments in the event that targets are not being
met (without vald reason) or past performance issues have not been resd@resite monitoring of
subrecipients is conductéadsed on an annual risk assessment performed.

The City has placed a strong emphasis on its subrecipients gathering complete and accurat®informat
on the persons and/or households they serve, and regularly reporting on progress.

ANTI-POVERTY STRATEGY

During the program year, the City provided housing services that preserved housing affordability for very
low- and lowi nc o me h o u s e hsohbudisg.rehabilitatian pr@oratny @ovide grants and low
cost loans to lowincome households for necessary improvements to the home. This allows the household
to maintain housing affordability while having a safe and decent living environment.

The Cletnyibosr Nutrition Services programs ensure t he
a nominal cost. This preserves the limited income that many elderly have.

The City also provides code enforcement services to ensure thatihmeare househdk have a safe and

decent place to live. The City provides transitional housing opportunities to homeless-ristd at
households to reduce the incidence of homelessness and provide counseling and job training so that the
households may become ssiffficient and not be forced to live in homeless or transient conditions.

L EVERAGING RESOURCES

In 2006 the City committed funding from itsAffordable Housing Trust Fundo a public housing
rehabilitation project The Affordable Housing Trust Fund contains $1 miiliin funding received
through the Local Housing Trust Fund prograithough the funding has been put on hold temporarily
because of the State budget crisis, the City hopes to move forward with this project in the near future.
The City intends to continue pursue such grants when possible.

The City also continues to use the
majority of its CDBG funds to benefit lovand moderatéincome households and persons.

HOUSING

served in 2009. With the decline of housing prices, affordable housing fetirfissthomebuyers is
within reach.

The City faced a significant obstacle in 8d@ finding an appropriate project to expend $2 million in
Affordable Housing Trust Funds. The requirements associated with the state of California grant of $1
million requirethat 30 percent of the units in any project must serve people at or below 30 percent of area
median income as adjusted for household size. This requirement, along with another stipulation that
disallows use of the Multifamily Housing Program, has madéfitult to attract developers to a project

that could use this fundingAfter many project considerations, the City committed $2.2 million, the full
balance of the Affordable Housing Trust Fund, to a public housing modernization project that will allow
the continued occupancy and affordability of rental units in the Mariposa and Tiara complaxesh

the funding has been put on hold temporarily because of the State budget crisis, the City hopes to move
forward with this project in the near future.

HOMELESSNESS

In the area of homelessness the City is in a partnership with the County Department of Human Assistance
to participate in the County's Continuum of Care. Recognizing that it is difficult to identify the "point
source" of homelessness, the Cityrtiggpates on a "fair share" basis. The City has committed to
providing assistance to persons from Citrus Heights who enter the Continuum. The Continuum of Care
will meet the specific needs of those it serves regardless of the type of services needpbksbEralude
emergency housing, transitional housing, and treatment for substance abuse and addiction. The City will
fund the Continuum as a means of meeting those variable needs in the community.
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The City also maintains representation on the Sacrameity6CQunty Homeless Board. This Board
serves as the Countyds Continuum of Care Board. T
to solving homelessness and works to foster an open and cooperatiyerisdictional approach.

The City contrac s wi t h Sacramento Self Hel pr iHoldmdomnegw t o p
households to identify barriers to stable housing and to provide counseling to remove these barriers. This
program is intended to prevent homelessness-H&#ff Housing als provided assistance to tenants

facing relocation as the result of the sale or dilapidation of their housing or other catastrophe.

PUBLIC FACILITIES AND IMPROVEMENTS

long outstanding projects have been completed and the remaining project is currently under construction.

Numerical fiveyear goals for public facilities and infrastructure improvements were not includbd in t
Consolidated Plan, and the City may consider funding one larger project or several smaller projects
during the planning period.

PUBLIC SERVICES

household. Youth programs are provided through a tiwey partnership with the Sunrise Recreation
and Parks District and the San Juan Unified School Distfl¢tis project will not continue in 2009.

Strategic Plan did not contain numerical fixgar goals for public service activities.

The City fell short of itsannual goal for senior services by a totall6fpersonsThis can most likely be
attributed to theehangesn the local senior population. In 200he goal was exceeded in excess of 20
clients. The City provides meals to seniors in a community center dining room and by home delivery.
The City partners with the Sacramento County Department of Héssistance (DHA) to provide these
services. This program receives not only CDBG funding but local geherdfthat are matched by
County and federal funds.

The Human Rights/Fair Housing Commission ser&@@ Citrus Heights residents durirp08 of which
95 percent were lowor moderaténcome. Most of these residents were provided with information on
fair housing law via the fair housing hotline.

Seniors, the disabled, and substance abusers continue to be high priority need populations. The City's
housing programs each have specific components to meet the needs of the elderly and the disabled. The
City will continue to fund senior nutrition and the County's Continuum of Care to meet the needs of these
populations, and will consider funding other amgzations which provide services targeted to these
groups. The Continuum has specific components that address the needs of substance abusers and addicts,
and also victims of domestic violence.
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PERFORMANCE MEASUREMENT

resources are allocated according to what is needed to meet the remaining unmet goals, unless there is a
specific reason not to do so.

Each year the City reviews past accomplishments and remgaieeds when determining the priorities

for the next year. The City solicits proposals to provide services as well as develops internal proposals for
the use of CDBG funds. Each proposal must have clearly defined goals, identify the means to meet those
goals, and state how the achievement of those goals will be measured. If a proposal is awarded funding
those goalsperformance standards, and reporting requirememtsnaorporated in to the stdzipient
agreement.

The City ésdGHuwtdigisionaso has agreements with other divisions of the City regarding
performance and reporting expectations.

It is made clear in all these agreements that failure to perform can lead to the rescission of an award and
will likely effect future funding opportunigis.

Certifications of Consistency

In 2008 the City was not requested by any entity to provide a certification of consistency for an
application for any HUD program. The City did not indicate that it woulgbstpany such application.
Nonetheless, the City would do so in a fair and impartial manner if requested.

Plan Implementation

The City did not hinder plan implementation by action or willful inaction. Both theEB&lfuation and
CDBG-Specific Reporting Rguirements sections of the CAPER discuss hindrances to the
implementation of the Plan. None of these hindrances is related to the action or willful inaction of the
City.

Local Provider Capacity

The City continues to affirmatively solicit proposals fromestloutside agencies for the use of CDBG
funds although increasing competition for public funds has made it difficult to funds new agencies or new
programs.
